Gerrards Cross 200-10 (50 overs) – Slough 201-5 (46.1 overs)
Slough won by 5 wickets

On a perfect pitch, scoring thirty runs too few was the root cause of Gerrards Cross’ defeat at Slough on Saturday.
Despite winning the toss on a perfect pitch and an opening stand of sixty between Malky Dhaliwal (68) and Ed
Waugh (27), the Cross struggled to build a formidable total. After Waugh went, the Cross then lost their middle
order in quick succession, with five wickets falling for only 53. Thanks to the last pair’s efforts, Dhaliwal’s excellent
68 was not wasted, and Alistair Heald (21) and Richard Thomas (10*) took the Cross to 200 and maximum bonus
points.

Slough made batting look easier and despite the pace of Heald found no problems on a true wicket. Visiting skipper
Nigel Bruce turned to eight bowlers to no avail, with only Thomas (2-37) and Waqas Arbi (1-21) really troubling the
batsmen. Slough completed their victory by 5 wickets with three overs remaining.

The Cross still remain close to the bottom of division 2b but will be heartened by steadily improving displays and will
seek to capitalise next Saturday away at Kidmore End.
